We are launching a capital fund 

raising and building expansion 

campaign – Casting Our Future – 

to fund an expansion project that 

will give us almost 5,000 square 

feet of added space in a three-

story building attached to the ex-

isting theatre so that we can re-

hearse shows in a state-of-the-art 

rehearsal hall while another pro-

duction is taking place onstage, 

give our volunteer actors first-

rate dressing rooms to prepare 

for their performances, and set 

aside additional storage space 

for costumes and props. 

More importantly, this new facili-

ty will allow us to expand our ed-

ucational goals by providing the 

space to conduct workshops and 

seminars for both adults and chil-

dren in all aspects of the per-

forming arts.  

The success of the Theatre and 

the impact it has had on the com-

munity over the years is crystal 

clear. Each season more than 250 

people volunteer with us, on-

stage, offstage and backstage. 

Another 200 advertise in our 

playbill or make financial contri-

butions. Annually, thousands of 

people attend Vero Beach Thea-

tre Guild shows. We invite each 

of you to participate in the next 

growth stage of “the best in com-

munity theatre.” 

In 1992, we learned that lots of 

smaller contributions added to 

some larger ones can take us to 

the level needed for future ex-

pansion.
